Quick Draw: a mini plein air event open to the general public! The public is invited to
enter this “iron artist” competition where each participant is given two hours to create a
work of art. All participants must bring their own painting supplies and all painting must
take place on either side of Solomons Island Road (from the beginning to the end of the
Riverwalk boardwalk). Anyone painting outside the boundaries will not be considered
for an award for the Quick Draw. There will be a starting and ending horn. At the end of
the two hour period, Quick Draw participants must deliver their works to Carmen’s
Gallery between 4:00 and 4:30pm for judging. Participants in this event must register at
Carmen’s Gallery before the event. There is a registration fee of $15 for those who are
not paid participants in the plein air painting competition.

The Plein Air Artists must deliver all the works they have created during the three days of
the Faire to Annmarie Sculpture Garden (http://www.annmariegarden.org/) for hanging.
The Exhibition and Sale of these works will begin Sunday, May 15 at 1:00pm and
continue through May 29. The award winners will also be announced on May 15 at
1:00pm; a list of the artist cash awards to be presented is below. Proceeds from the sale
of the artwork will benefit the Solomons July 4™ Fireworks Fund.
